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Mobile HotSpot
Turning your phone into a Wi-Fi hotspot is a very useful capability. Pushing Wi-Fi from your phone to a laptop or tablet ensures you can access the Internet from remote locations with no Wi-Fi or sites with inaccessible networks.
Activating the hotspot is a little different on every phone.
On Android phones you may have a shortcut under Apps (such as Mobile Hotspot) or you may have an icon on your home screen. You may also be able to use Settings > Networks > Mobile networks and shift the slider to enabled.
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[bookmark: _GoBack]*Note: The display may look a little different depending on your phone.
On your laptop or other device, open the Wi-Fi selection list and choose the network from your phone. You may also be prompted to enter the password.

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· It’s a good idea to turn off the hotspot feature after use as it is a battery hog or plug your phone into a power outlet while using it as a hotspot.
· Effectiveness will depend on the quality of your cellular signal. You will ideally want to have a strong 4G signal for a quality connection. Poor signal strength or 1-3G will degrade your performance significantly and in some cases result in the connection being unusable. FYI, the Meyer Center has a notoriously poor signal (especially in the lower level).
· If data usage caps are part of your plan, be aware of your usage as overages can be expensive.
